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It is truly inspiring to see so many Setonians supported by the Word of God and the celebration of the
Sacraments. Educating religiously--in our world-class parochial school, Religious Education
Program, and wide variety of ongoing adult education venues--we continue to mature spiritually. Social
justice initiatives and charitable endeavors, aimed at strengthening individuals and our local
community, remain a priority.
