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Dear parishioners and friends of Seton parish, a formal accounting of the parish stewardship is
essential for maintaining a healthy spiritual course. As my three predecessors did for four
decades, | now have the honor to report the overall state of the parish is excellent. The
willing participation of so many in the life of our Community continues to be life-giving and
contagious.

Seton parish tries mightily to be generous and highly attentive to all the needs of a growing parish
because we sense Christ in one another! For the record, our parish is composed of 3,430
households, with an average of 2,932 people participating at Sunday Eucharist, regularly.
Many good people participate in our parish activities and cannot be served adequately because they are not
formally registered as parishioners. If you have not registered yourselves as parishioners--whether you are a
new parishioner, one of the founders of our parish, or adult children of longtime parishioners--please visit the
rectory so our secretary may add your name to our official parishioner list. It s vital! We want to know you
better and serve you more attentively.

Last year, we registered 203 new parishioners and met many more. We said farewell to our
school nurse, Ms. Joan Nastasi, who retired after 29 years at Seton, and now have a new health
professional, Mrs. Theodora Christopoulos. Under the remarkable leadership of Sr. Gabriel
Miriam (in her 41* year at Seton!), and her committed faculty of 25, Seton School, with 423
students, remains one of the finest in Westchester and in the Archdiocese. Our superb Religious
Education program, under the able directorship of Ms. M. Elisabeth Rust, uses the gifts of 179
dedicated volunteer catechists, aides, and babysitters, to teach the Catholic way of life to 1,468
young parishioners, and provide invaluable assistance to their parents, the “primary educators” of
their children in the Faith. Knowing Christian education touches each child deeply for life, we are
very careful handling the minds and hearts of all of our youngsters. We also are committed to
providing the safest environment possible for them to learn and interact with one another. Before
anyone is allowed to work regularly with children in our parish, he or she must submit to a
background check by the Archdiocese of New York, and attend a Protecting God s Children
Safer Spaces seminar.
